◦The cruise fare does not include port taxes at each port of call. These may be required separately.
◦In addition to the cruise fare, an International Tourist Tax for Japan and each Terminal Facility Charge are required. 
◦Refer to the "Payment of the cruise fare" on the back cover of this booklet.
◦�Dolphins Club points and cruise coupons (MOL shareholder discount coupons) can be used. NEXT Campaign Cards cannot be used. Cruise vouchers are subject to the terms and 

conditions stated on the voucher.
◦�Dolphins Club points and cruise coupons cannot be combined with other discounts (however, they can be combined with certain cruise coupons). In addition, Dolphin's Club points 

cannot be combined with cruise coupons.
◦Due to the rising price of fuel oil, guests may be asked to pay a portion of the fuel surcharge. 
＊MITSUI OCEAN FUJI uses environmentally friendly fuel.
＊If you cancel your cruise due to fuel surcharges, a cancellation fee will be charged against the cruise fare. Note that there will be no cancellation fee for the fuel surcharge.

Additionally, depending on sea conditions, your footing may 
become unstable when boarding and disembarking from the ship. 
Because it may be dangerous, we may refuse people with disabilities from landing at the port of call. In addition, at the landing site using a ferry, there is a tender boat in a 
wheelchair, a local boat. 
You cannot board the ship.

◦Unless otherwise noted, cruises listed in this pamphlet do not include tour guides, but the ship crew will take care of matters during the cruise.
◦Refer to the "Travel Conditions" on the back cover for travel conditions.
◦�An external doctor is stationed at The MEDICAL CENTER on the ship. If you require medical treatment while on board, we may provide your personal information (including health 

information) to your health care provider as necessary. 
◦We may ask you to submit a health questionnaire.
